a HOW TO INSTALL ON ANGLES

e When the deck is located in a corner of the house, start
with a small triangular piece of decking in the corner and
work your way out.

e It is important to center the clip on the joist for proper
installation.

REMOVING AND REPLACING A DECK BOARD

e Remove the screws on both sides of board to be
replaced using the provided T15 bit.

o Take care to not damage the deck boards on either
side of the gap.

¢ You can now pry up your deck board without damage.

Before installing a new board, clear all debris from
the top of the exposed joist.
e To replace a board, install EDGELoc clips into one side
of the exposed grooves. The clips should be left just slightly
loose to facilitate installation of the subsequent deck board.
e Once the board is set into position, use EDGELoc Clips,
Cortex or TOPLoc to fasten the remaining edge
of the replacement board.
